Traditionally, SND’s multimedia 
competition has accepted entries monthly, 
and monthly winners automatically 
competed for annual awards. With 
this structure we hoped to spread the 
competition submissions out throughout 
the year and keep current with the new 
work going on in multimedia journalism.

For many, though, monthly deadlines 
became tough to remember. So, while 
keeping the monthly process going, we 
continued to accept entries that went 
online outside of the current entry month, 
but still within the competition year.

Bet you can guess what has happened. 
Every June (the last month of the 
competition year) we were inundated with 
entries. And although we love the glut of 
entries, our desire is to spread them out so 
judges have more time to view them and 
comment on them with more thought and 
detail. We also want to keep on top of the 
latest innovations by seeing the work more 
than just once a year.
